This year, the Mokena Chamber of Commerce has placed the parade during the normal Christian worship 
time of the village. The parade and its setup will interfere with the noon and 10:30 Masses at St Mary by 
restricting traffic flow. Setup for the parade will start on Laporte Road at 10:30 and barricades will be go-
ing up along Wolf Road so that getting to and from the noon Mass and leaving after the 10:30 Mass will 
be a problem. Police Chief Randy Rajewski of Mokena has advised the parish that the route from South 
Wolf Road to Francis Road and then to 115th 
Avenue will permit access from the South parts 
of town and travel North on 114th Avenue to 
191st Street and then East to Wolf Road will per-
mit access from the North parts of town. Wolf 
Road will be blocked between 192nd Street and 
Francis Road.  Knights who normally attend the 
10:30 Mass or the 12:00 Mass are advised that 
another Mass may be appropriate. Those knights 
who normally serve the parish at one of those 
Masses should attend Mass as usual.

One of the secrets not divulged to newly installed members concerns the hundreds of thoroughbred rac-
ing turtles kept captive by Council 6993. We release them once every year to race on Marley Creek in 
Mokena as a fund raiser for our charities. (The turtles are actually blow up “Turtle Wax” turtles donated 
by the company). Tickets are sold that bet on a turtle and the turtles are numbered to match the tickets. 
At 1 PM on July 24, five hundred or more turtles (one per ticket) will be dumped together into Marley 
Creek behind the Mokena sewer plant to make their way to the foot bridge that crosses the creek at 
about 11500 West 191st Street. (191st Street continues West from Wolf Road next to the Creamery). 
One turtle per ticket races to the bridge. The first three turtles to cross the finish line are carefully docu-
mented and the winners are paid $500 for first place, $200 for second place and $100 for third place. 

Deputy Grand Knight Mark Welch is the Turtle Race Chairman. He will need help selling the five hundred 
or more tickets for the race. Ticket sales are the weekend before the race, with volunteers selling them 
in front of Berkot’s and other stores. Help sell the tick-
ets—we sell them every year and have a lot of fun with 
prospective buyers outside the stores. Call Mark at (708)
